Captain Rowland Owen Lloyd OBE RD RNR (1893-95)

Born in 1880, the third son of Dr. Hugh James Lloyd, J.P. of Barmouth, North Wales. 

Following his training on "Conway", he served his apprenticeship during a two years and eight months voyage on the four-masted barque the "Marlborough Hill" out of New York. He then worked on-board steamers for a time until he qualified with a "Square Rigged" Second Mates Certificate at the age of 18. In 1906, after five years service on ships of the British India Navigation Company, he gained his Master's certificate and commenced service with the Royal Mail Steam Packet Company on mail and cruise ships to Brazil, the West Indies & New York, Norway, China & Japan.

In 1911 he saved the life of a drowning man while on holiday at his home town of Barmouth and received a testimonial from the Royal Humane Society. 

Having joined the Royal Naval Reserve in 1910, he was called for duty in 1914 & appointed to H.M.S. "Calgarian" patrolling the North Atlantic and escorting early "H" class submarines across the ocean.

In March 1916, while serving as Lieut. R.N.R. on H.M.S. "Albemarle", iced-up at Alexandrovsk, Russia, he was presented with the Russian Order of St.Stanislaus 3rd Class with Swords in recognition of services rendered to suppress a fire on the centre one of three steamers, which were moored together and loaded with high explosives. His actions not only saved the ships but also the on-shore military stores and the local Russian community. 

From 1917, he was appointed in command of Torpedo-Boat Destroyers and in 1918 he commanded H.M.S. "Mallard" patrolling the Irish Sea. His Majesty King George V, presented him with an O.B.E. for his personal bravery, and that of the "Mallard's" crew, in saving many lives after the R.M.S. Leinster was torpedoed in the turbulent Irish Sea on 10th. October 1918.

After the war he returned to service with the R.M.S.P. Co. in an on-shore capacity due to injuries received during his service on the "Mallard". He was appointed Assistant Marine Superintendent at Southampton where he became a founder member of the Master Mariners Club. Retiring through ill health in 1931, he died in 1940 aged 59.
